First he perfected a prose — an understated, modern, 

lean style that removed barriers between narrator and 

reader. Then he wrote the classics: The Sun Also Rises, A 

Farewell to Arms, The Old Man and the Sea, and dozens of 

short stories, tales born out of war, adventure, and life 

abroad with expatriates Gertrude Stein, Ezra Pound, 

James Joyce, and F. Scott Fitzgerald. Through all this he 

created the man, Ernest Miller Hemingway (1899-1961) 

— a larger-than-life persona of a fistfig
hting, hard-

drinking lion-shooter that often overshadowed his writ-

ing. Novelist James Carroll described Hemingway as “a 

great writer” and “also the first writer-celebrity,” whose 

“story as an expatriate and as an adventurer competes 

with his work” (CNN.com, 4/12/99). Now, more than 

three decades after his suicide, the challenge remains to 

move past Hemingway’s public im-

age and focus on his writing. 

Hemingway’s adventures in 

Africa’s wild, on Europe’s front 

lines, and at Pamplona’s bullfights 

inspired stories of wartime love and 

soldiers, hunters, and matadors who 

pitted hope against society’s brutal-

ity. In the public eye, Hemingway 

was a macho war hero and wom-

anizer. Underneath, he exhibited 

a sensitivity toward life that reaf-

firmed the gravity of his subjects. 

“The themes have always been love, 

lack of it, death and its occasional temporary avoidance 

which we describe as life, t
he immortality or lack of 

immortality of the soul, money, honor and politics,” he 

told The New York Times (9/17/50). 

The second of six children, Hemingway was born 

in 1899 in the affluent suburb of Oak Park, Illinois to 

Dr. Clarence and Grace Hall Hemingway. He acquired 

his sportsman’s habits while fishing and hunting with 

his father along Lake Michigan. After high school, 

Hemingway reported for the Kansas City Star, where he 

mastered his declarative, deceptively simple style. When 

he turned 18, he signed up as a volunteer ambulance 

driver for the Red Cross. A few weeks after his arrival in 

Milan, Italy, he was wounded. He recovered at a Milan 

hospital, fallin
g in love with a nurse and fictionalizing his 

heartbreak years later in A Farewell 

to Arms (1929). 

Returning home, Hemingway 

met and married the first of his 

four wives, the wealthy Hadley 

Richardson. Soon after, he joined 

the Toronto Star as its E
uropean cor-

respondent. The Hemingways ar-

rived in Paris in late 1921. With 

an introduction from Sherwood 

Anderson, Hemingway befriended 

Ezra Pound, Ford Madox Ford, 

and Gertrude Stein, whose salon 

culture he captured in A Moveable

Read Often, Gather with 
Friends, Drink Wine!

How did your group get started?
Informal book discussions among friends led to 
a desire to have a slightly more structured way to 
talk about a favored diversion.  While our local 
library also off ered a book discussion group, we wanted 
to allow folks the opportunity to enjoy a more relaxed 
gathering —sitting on the fl oor or couch while sampling 
snacks and wine.  Ten friends were initially invited, and 
those friends have invited other book lovers.  

How would you describe your group?
We are an eclectic group of mostly women who range in 
age from the early 30s to the mid 50s.  We do have one 
or two men who attend on a regular basis (they are very 
liberal and don’t seem to mind when we start talking about 
menstruation, as during the discussions of THE RED TENT by 
Anita Diamant and THE VAGINA MONOLOGUES by Eve En-
sler).  Our group includes health care professionals, profes-
sors, teachers/librarians, journalists, local business owners, 
stay-at-home Moms, a publisher, and a veterinarian.  Four 
members are in the process of writing books.

What is the structure of your group?
We have just started our fourth year and now have 26 
names on our book group email list.  Such a large num-
ber may seem daunting, but the chemistry of each meet-
ing diff ers slightly, which is something we fi nd enjoyable.  
We have a core group that attends the majority of times, 
and several others who may only attend a few times each 
year, schedule permitting.  Attendance is typically 8 to 12 
people, with a high of 17.

We meet on the same evening each month and encour-
age attendance by those who have not found time to read 
the book.  We share snacks and wine and spend the fi rst 15 
minutes or so catching up and visiting.  Th e next hour is an 
informal discussion of the book.  We do not have a list of 
questions that we answer, as ours is more of a “free form” 
discussion.  Th e last half hour is a lively talk about other 
books we have read, and is an opportunity to select books 
for future months.  We try to select three or four at a time 
so members can read ahead if desired.

How do you decide which books to read?
We tend to stay away from “Oprah List” books, and while 
we have chosen best sellers, we try to stick with paperbacks 

and books that can be found at the library.  Often the 
books that we read have been recommended by someone in 
the group.  We have read both fi ction and non-fi ction, but 
have not read much in the classics or biography genre (a 
trend we hope to change).

Least stimulating discussion we’ve had:
BIG STONE GAP by Adriana Trigiani was a fun read due to its 
Virginia setting, but elicited little discussion.

Best books we’ve read:
We have read many wonderful books, and therefore had a 
hard time settling on one book as the best. A PRAYER FOR 

OWEN MEANY by John Irving and THE VOYAGE by Philip 
Caputo were two favorites.

Least popular book we’ve read:
We all agreed that THE CADENCE OF GRASS by Th omas Mc-
Guane was the worst book that many in the group had ever 
read, although interestingly, this discussion was one of our 
most lively. 

Our biggest controversy:
THE SWEET POTATO QUEENS’ BOOK OF LOVE by Jill Conner 
Browne was quite controversial: several found the book de-
rogatory towards men, others thought the topic was foolish, 
while still others loved the humor.

Beyond the book:
Some of our gatherings have led to more than a discussion.  
Th e evening that we discussed SEABISCUIT by Laura Hil-
lenbrand (two years before the movie came out), a member 
brought a video of the actual match race between War 
Admiral and the Biscuit.  When we discussed THE MAP THAT 

CHANGED THE WORLD by Simon Winchester, we had a mem-
ber display a similar map to illustrate the concepts outlined 
in the book.  Another month we read LIVING IN APPALACHIA

and then attended a lecture by, and shared coff ee with, the 
author, Chris Bolgiano.  Our March discussion of THE DA 

VINCI CODE by Dan Brown will be a potluck dinner with an 
invitation to partners and local “religious scholars.” ■
